$300,000 FOR THE SPA COUNTRY RAILWAY

All the communities from Daylesford/Hepburn through

Musk, Bullarto, Lyonville and Trentham

were deeply saddened by the February 2009 bushfire damage to the Spa Country rail lines. This
wonderful community volunteer organisation had worked so hard for so long to establish this
tourist and practical railway service between Daylesford and Bullarto — and in one terrifying
day the rail lines were severely damaged and service was substantially reduced. Two

kilometres of track was damaged.

All the communities asked that this service be helped
—and the Bendigo Bank listened and responded.

Geoff Howard MLA announced on Sunday, 28t
February, that “the Daylesford Spa railway track will
be substantially restored with the help of a $300,000
grant from the Bushfire Recovery Community
Infrastructure Program. This Program is jointly funded
by the Victorian Government and the Community
Enterprise Foundation - the charitable arm of the
Bendigo and Adelaide Bank - to help rebuild
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community infrastructure and provide jobs in Victoria’s bushfire-affected communities.”

This was a fantastic outcome for the Daylesford comm

unity and an example of what could be
